Mission

BBF President 
Luke L. Hingson
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Disaster Response: Tsunami
BBF helped ship/fund shipping for over 3,883,000 pounds of re-
quested food, building, medical and other supplies by sea.  Supplies 
were sent to India, Indonesia and Sri Lanka. These shipments are the 
equivalent of 117 tractor trailer loads. During the months of March 
through June 2005, BBF allocated almost $616,000 in cash grants to 
support the building of a school and a rain harvesting scheme in Sri 
Lanka. BBF also facilitated the purchase of ambulances, a ! shing 

boat and supported an amputee-rehabilitation project in India. Also 
receiving funding were school renovations and a child health assess-

ment project in Indonesia. This work was done in cooperation with Food for the Poor, S.V. Temple, 
H.J. Heinz Co., H.J. Heinz Company Foundation, Mylan Pharmaceuticals, Global Pharmaceuticals, 
Sri Lankan American Association of Western Pennsylvania, Helen 
Keller International, Rotary Sri Lanka and Ratna Nidhi Charitable 
Trust.  BBF, working with The Connecticut Association of Schools, 
is rebuilding the 1,500 student Ariyawansa Kanishta Vidyalaya 
School in Beruwala, Sri Lanka. BBF has supported large and small 
tsunami projects. A smaller but not insigni! cant project was co-
ordinated by students from Carnegie Mellon University (CMU). 
Two students - Kevin Grif! th, a former Peace Corps volunteer, 
and Kevin Fleming, a fellow student at the H.J. Heinz III School of 
Public Policy and Management, quickly worked to help tsunami 
victims. Both solicited friends and friends of friends and anyone else they could think of, as well as BBF, 
turning Tsunami Assistance Project (TAP) founded by Kevin Grif! th into a well-oiled fundraising ma-
chine. Mr. Grif! th took a leave of ab-
sence from the Heinz school and " ew 
to India three weeks after the tsunami. 
He was joined by two other former 
Peace Corps volunteers while Kevin 
Fleming stayed in Pittsburgh to orga-
nize a team of ! ve graduate students 
to keep raising money. TAP is work-
ing in a small village near Karaikal, 
India. BBF received a thank-you note 
from Kevin Grif! th that stated that 
the Future Friends Children Center in 
Karaikal opened April 26, 2005.

I traveled to a total of four health clinics, two hospitals, and a home for the elderly. My most shocking 
experience was visiting the Hospital Bertha Calderon in Managua.  I was taken to 
the women’s cancer ward where I found an average of 50 women crammed into " ve 
rooms.  The conditions were deplorable.  The work of Brother’s Brother Foundation 
in both countries was quite evident, from witnessing a nurse administer Lorabid 
to a child with a respiratory infection to seeing a pharmacist hand out Ivax iron 
supplements to a young mother.  The need for medicines and Brother’s Brother is 
ever present.

My visit to Ghana and Sierra Leone during the second and third weeks of March 2005 can easily be 
considered the trip of a lifetime. My hosts in both countries were wonderful and made sure that I 
was able to accomplish as much as possible from my “To Do” list.  In both countries the cost of fuel was 
more than double the cost of fuel here making travel within each country very expensive.  Due to the recent 
war, Freetown, Sierra Leone was particularly overwhelming.  It was almost too much for my senses to 
take in.  Tema and Accra, Ghana are both rather new cities having grown up after the end of colonial rule 
about 48 years ago.  Because of the great in! ux of refugees, the poverty, homelessness and general lack of 
a strong infrastructure are much more apparent in Freetown.  Both countries have their street vendors or 
“petit merchants” as well as the in" rmed begging at every intersection. In both countries, the poor and 
refugees can be found in semi-permanent dwellings that often serve as both business and home.  The 
people in Ghana and Sierra Leone are extraordinary.  In both countries I found them to be loving 
and generous and with beautiful spirits about them in spite of less then perfect circumstances.  In both, 
the family truly is the heart of the country and the glue that contributes to stability.  I was able to visit with 
representatives of Cotton Tree Association in Freetown that has handled shipments for BBF.  They were very 
proud of the wonderful warehouse space they have been able to obtain free of charge.  Most of the books they 
received had been passed out but they did have a few still at the warehouse waiting to be picked up.  I was also 
able to visit the Life for Relief and Development (LIFE) of" ce in Freetown and spend some time with its repre-
sentatives.  LIFE has used BBF books very effectively in combination with some computers in its own 
of" ce.  LIFE takes one or two copies of incoming books for its library/resource center and makes 
available computers for public use as well.  LIFE wants to bring in additional books to support vocational 
education in more remote areas.  The Rotary Club of Tema members made sure that all my time was 
" l led with learning about and seeing what had been accomplished, their plans for handling books and 
their wish list for future book projects.  I was able to see BBF books on shelves in libraries, in the hands 
of students and in class rooms from Tema to Accra and out into the more remote regions of Ghana.  The 
Rotary Club is expanding its book handling area by adding two additional rooms to warehouse and sort 
books.  The Rotary Club wants very much to provide a library in each district over the next few years. 
An ambitious program, but one I feel the club will be able to accomplish.  This special event in my life is 

something I will carry with me 
always, as I will the memories 
of the wonderful people I met. 
Hot weather and long ! ying 
time aside, would I go to Africa 

again?  In a heartbeat.
